	4. Are the aircraft types approved for live animal transport and will the kennel fit on all aircraft in the routing?

	 
	 
	5. For dogs and cats is the animal at least 8 weeks old or for primates traveling as pets is the animal at least 6 months old?

	 
	 
	 
	6. Has the customer verified that the animal has not been tranquilized?

	 
	 
	7. Has the customer indicated that the animals are not being shipped for use in fighting ventures?

	 
	 
	8. Have you checked for any visible signs of a pre-existing condition, illness or evidence of recent surgery?  If present – do not accept the animal.

	9. Does the shipper have a valid health certificate from a vet within the country tendered, dated no more than 10 days prior? 

	 
	 
	 
	10. Are all charges prepaid, unless the shipper is a breeder or dealer and has guaranteed the payment of all charges in writing?  Note: C.O.D. charges are not acceptable on live warm-blooded animal shipments.
